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About GPA
(Grade point average)

GPA system

The GPA system is a grading method that assigns a point system ranging from 4.3 to 0 to the academic
performance evaluation standard (S, A, B, C, F) as shown below. The GPA is calculated by multiplying
the credit unit of a course by the GP (grade point) and then dividing it by the total credit units.

Note: Credits is given for all passing grades above a C.

How to calculate your GPA
Sum of [credit unit of the registered course x GP]
Sum of the total credit units (including “F” grades)
1. The following are not included in the registered course
Courses that use a pass/fail system
Courses taken at other universities that are considered equivalent to those at Kobe University
Courses properly withdrawn from or cancelled (see “lll. Course withdrawal” below for details)
Courses for specific certifications (e.g. teaching certificate, curator-related courses)*
(*Some faculties and graduate schools do include some of these courses.

2. If a course was retaken, the previous “F” will not be counted in the calculation of the overall GPA.

If a course is retaken where you previously recieved an “F,” the numeric equivalent (0-4.3) will be
used to calculate the overall GPA. This does not change the GPA of the semester in which the course
was first taken.

(Note: This system does not apply to certain courses, details will be provided by each faculty or
graduate school)

Course withdrawal
If students wish to withdraw from or cancel a course for which they have already registered, they may do
so during the designated period each quarter.
[Withdrawal and cancellation period]

The withdrawal and cancellation period of each quarter is announced on the bulletin board.
Cancellable course

1st quarter 18t quarter course, 15t semester course, full year course
2" quarter 2" quarter course
31 quarter 3" quarter course, 2" semester course

4t quarter 4t quarter course




* As arule, the withdrawal must be made by the student through “URIBO-NET.”

e Courses withdrawn from can be verified by checking the summary of courses taken or the academic
record.

e Courses not withdrawn from within the above-mentioned period will be taken into account in the
evaluation of the grade. Be sure to withdraw properly or you will receive an “F” for the course and it
will count toward your GPA.

e Even properly withdrawn from courses are counted in the CAP system*.

Plan your annual course load carefully by reading all course syllabi before registering.
*The CAP system limits the number of credits students can register for each semester/year. The limit
for each faculty and graduate school is given separately.

o Courses that are withdrawn from cannot be returned to in the same quarter.

o If students wish to withdraw from a year-long or semester-long course, they may withdraw from it
during the first quarter. However, if they withdraw from it during the first semester, they may not return

to the course until the first quarter of the following year.
Certain courses cannot be withdrawn from once you have registered. Details are provided by each faculty
or graduate school.

IV. GPA verification (except for some graduate students)
e Students are notified of their academic record and GPA each semester.
e Students can use it to accurately analyze their semester GPA or overall GPA.
Students can access their academic record and GPA through URIBO-NET

See the example below. This student’s overall GPA is 3.11. A more precise breakdown shows that
the student’s average increased from 3.00 in the first semester of the AY 2025 to 3.22 in the second
semester.
